Racing at Stretton circuit aims to provide as mapgortunities as possible for drivers
of all ages and abilities to compete in sprintmgci

New for 2010 will be an Open class which will allMNY kart to be raced. At the
time of writing, the plan is to introduce the classa handicap basis once the level of
entries are know.

It is expected that competitors to this class entewith the understanding that in
the initial stages of the class there will be a ndeo co-operate fully with other
members of the class to ensure an even developmentd close racing.

It is aimed at Club members who would like to raceé not to the level of MSA both
in terms of regulations and cost. It is envisade if, for instance, the class attracts
more of one particular type of kart than anothex will look to develop this class as a
stand alone series at a later date.

This class in NOT open to Juniors and is NOT opeGéarbox karts but will be open
to (but not limited to) Bilands, TKM 2s/4s, Rotax &Honda opens
(Thunderkarts/WF/Pro Extremes), and any other coaip@ 2 or 4 stroke kart.

Non clutched karts may enter in which case anglitart method will be employed.

The Open class will run as a separate race with @&sges of 3 heats and a final as
per the normal sprint regulations although StrettonCircuit will reserve the right
to incorporate the class into the Subaru Class ifumbers in either class dictate.

In addition to the Open class we will also run Henda Twin Engine Junior class
again which will also run as a separate class.oblgih there will be no lower age
limit, juniors must show an acceptable level ofvohg or hold an MSA licence or
have passed an ARKS test. Entry to the class wilkelitirely at the discretion of the
organisers.

GENERAL

Stretton Circuit sanctioned events are opealltsubject to the technical and
other regulations laid out in this and any suppletaey regulations.

Registration is deemed acceptance of Streti@uiCregulations.

Stretton Circuit reserves the right to refussuspend registration of any driver.
Such refusal to be used only to protect the beetasts of all competitors and
the good name of the Association.

Only receipt of the total amount of the entg fill constitute confirmation of
your entry as far as Stretton Circuit are concerned

Each driver entered must have studied thesdatémns in full and signed a
declaration of indemnity before taking part in @went.

All drivers must attend the briefing by the Rlef the Course or the Race
Director.

The itinerary has been arranged as detailed, hawstretton Circuit reserves
the right to alter this, if circumstances requiféo refund, either in full or part,
will be given to participants barred from the régeStretton Circuit officials for
non-observance of the rules.

The minimum age for entry in the senior class iy&érshowever lower aged
drivers will be admitted to the series if they havedemonstrated a level of
competence which will not endanger themselves oréir fellow competitors.

Championship entry is conditional upon each comgesurrendering his/her
rights for filming or photography for use at StogttCircuits discression.

REGISTRATION

All competitors must be members of Stretton Circkdrt Club or pay a
supplement to the race entry fee.

SAFETY
Emphasis is on the safety of the kart in retspksecurely fitted bumpers, seats
and other equipment; freedom from sharp protruswimgh could cause injury

or damage and correct operation of the brake/tarattd steering.

Please note that fuel caps must be secure and,oifind to be loose or
defective, must be replaced before the team is fteohto race.

Karts will not be required to be fitted withrearward red facing light. Teams
wishing to run a rear light should ensure its openais not flashing.



3.3 All drivers will be required to wear suitable protiee clothing. Overalls

designed specifically for racing should be used #me organisers strongly
recommend use of racing suits incorporating ptatecpadding. Suitable

leathers may also be used. Waterproof over sugig be used in bad weather
but must be used over the top of a protectivengasuit. Full-face crash helmet
with visor, racing gloves and footwear providingitable protection for the

ankles are compulsory. No “bum-bags”, driver $elhd other such weights
may be carried by drivers. No tools to be cardediriver’s person.

IT IS THE RESPONSIBILITY OF THE DRIVER TO BE SUITABLE CLOTHED

If you are unsure please ask. Race wear is al@ilathire should drivers require.

Any driver found or suspected of taking alcotoany other drug or prohibited
substance will be immediately barred from any fertbart in the meeting.

RACE PROCEDURE

A Clerk of the Course will be appointed for le@vent and, where appropriate,
deputies will also be appointed. The Clerk of @wurse will have full control
over the event with the power to stop and/or peratlrivers/team causing a
danger of breaching regulations.

On arrival all drivers must report to receptioALL DRIVERS ARE
REQUIRED TO COMPLETE A SCRUTINEERING DECLARTION dng
details of chassis, engine numbers, class entkegtinumber and tyre details,
prior to signing on.

Once the Scrutineering declaration has beerplated, drivers may sign on at
the official race administration point.

Official practice will only commence when saéngering has finished and
practice is declared open.

5.3 Maximum of 2 drivers per kart. Both driversshbe named at the beginning of
the season and only those drivers to race thatfkarpoints. No additional
drivers allowed to race for points for that kart.the event of a shared Drive,
only one trophy will be awarded.

5.4 Inthe event of a tie for any of the final Chmomship positions at the end of the
season, the advantage will go to the driver withittyghest number of race wins.
If these are equal, the decision will be made enhilghest score. If there is still
a tie, the driver with the highest score in the ksoring round will get the
decision.

5.5 Entry Fee - £35.00 per round (Members) + £5.00X hire
Entry Fee for Juniors - £25.00 per round + £5.00 TXhire



Non Members are allowed to compete in 2 rounds ba® membership is
required at an additional cost of £10.00 per round.

5.6 Any driver failing to assemble on the grid prio pit lane closing must start
from the pit lane and will not be permitted to tgdeet in a green flag lap.

5.7 All the timing and lap scoring will be computeriséhised on AMB 160
transponders. Transponders can be hired fromt&tré&ircuit for £5.00. These
must be securely attached to your kart using dneect transponder holder.

You are actively encouraged to purchase your own éansponder.

In the event of a shortage of transponders, pyiavrili go to Drivers who have
previously competed in the Championship. You Maysked to take part in the
meeting without using a Transponder and be manigglyed scored. Please
consider buying your own or expect to share witkeast 2 other competitors.

5.8 The Clerk of the Course will call in any driveausing danger or ignoring flag
signals. Stop-go penalties may be applied depgnaiinthe seriousness of the
offence. Serious or repeated offenders may beudgdl No work may be
carried out on a kart held for a stop/go penalty.

Drivers may push their karts back onto the tradk. the event of a stalled
engine the kamnay be started on the track but it must be done safely

REFUELLING/PIT STOPS

Refuelling must only take place within the offi refuelling area. This is a
strictly non-smoking area.

The drivers must remain with the kart when e#filng and act on the instruction
of the refuelling marshal in charge. Engines niasswitched off.

Repairs/driver changes etc may only be camigdwithin the designated pit
area. This will be identified in final instructisrand at the event. Emergency
repairs may be carried out at a safe place onitbeitcin order to return the kart
to the pits. If a kart breaks down on the cirt¢hié driver is permitted to make a
minor repair to speed the return of the kart tophe so long as the kart is first
removed to a position of safety.

During the course of an event, drivers musifyntte clerk of the course if they
intend to use more than one chassis, although @mpaenents, including
engines, may be replaced at will.

In the interest of cost reduction the use d# ftbllowing is specifically
prohibited:

Any equipment or chemical designed to pre-heabfties tyres prior to use.

The fitment of any device allowing adjustment tee therformance of
engines/chassis by the driver while on the move.

Karts must at all times use slick dry weatlgezg unless the Clerk of the Course
declares conditions are open. In open conditie@sns may choose the use
either wet or dry tyres.

Karts must be driven at no more than walkingepavithin the pit area.
Speeding in the pits will result in stop/go pereti This is for the safety of all
concerned and will be rigorously applied by therlef the Course.

On rejoining the circuit from the pits, drivemsust be aware of karts on the
circuit and only rejoin when safe to do so.

In the event of a race being stopped/red fldggkivers should stop racing
immediately, roll to a stop and await further iostions. Under no
circumstances should drivers overtake.

6.10 The drivers will be permitted to carry out ming repairs providing that these

are carried out by hand only; no tools of any kawd permitted on the track.
There will be no refuelling as soon as the red it process and will only be
permitted once the race has been restarted. Arng kat able to make the

will be allowed into the pit.

Competitors will be given five minutes warnioigthe restart of the event. The
restart will be in single file in the order at thene when the race was red
flagged.

No outside assistance is permitted priorrestart.

ANY DRIVER WHO IS THE PRIMARY CAUSE OF A RED FLAG WL
BE REMOVED FROM THE POINTS FOR THAT RACE REGARDLESH

DRIVING STANDARDS

Drivers will be expected to compete with théegaof others in mind. Any
driver in breach of this will be subject to peradtias decided by the Clerk of the
Course.

In sprint races there will be a great deal afiation in the pace and skill of
drivers. Those who are novices are reminded ofnged to pay attention to
faster karts catching them, indicating to the fadtever which side they should
pass by pointing their finger. Faster driversrarainded that a little patience in
overtaking is better than a damaged kart and lgnggbairs.

Drivers must pay attention to the flag signalsd other assistance from
marshals. Ignoring flag signals will result in péres.

Any weaving from side to side with the intentiof stopping others from
overtaking will be penalised.

Drivers must not cross the line indicating #t@ge of the circuit except in
emergency circumstances. Deliberate missing afersror any short cuts will
be penalised by stop/go penalties.

All drivers will be expected to act in a “sportan like” manner; under no
circumstances will we tolerate verbal or physicdduse towards other
competitors at any time. Supporters and guesteashs are the responsibility
of the drivers.

Any driver, spectator or guest found to berealsh of the above point 7.6 will
be penalised.

In the event of an Incident which does not waramed flag but will need on

track assistance to a driver, a pace kart systdhrbwiideployed the essence of
which is that the leader of the race becomes tlve gatter and will lead the

field around under full course Yellow flags at @velpace until the race is

restarted by the Clerk of the course. Detailedruasions of this system will be

issued at the drivers briefing prior to each meagtin



8. TECHNICAL REGULATIONS
(Honda — Super Pro, Clubman & Heavyweight Junior tasses)

Competitors should work on the basis that if it dorot clearly state that you can do
something, then you cannot. If in doubt, ask.

8.1 Wheel base between 104cm and 108cm.

8.2 All kartsMUST be fitted with side pods, front Nassau panel andtffairing
spoiler panel. “Big Foot” Nassau panels are pegaditt

8.3 Sponsors names and other graphics may be appltbe kart making use of the
side pods, nose cone etc. There is no restricfidhese subject to the numbers
being clearly visible; any graphics liable to restmedia coverage by nature of
their message may be subject to removal.

8.4 Rear axle must be 30mm diameter, solid or holoagnetic material. No
differential of any type is permitted.

8.5 One hydraulic or mechanical brake should ledito the rear axle only. The
disc must be made of metal, but can be vented atidddslotted. A Caliper
with a maximum of two pistons, one each side of dgc, may be used.
Additional air ducting to the rear brake is perguttbut must be securely
attached.

8.6 Rear bumpers must be fitted; these should erfram a minimum of 25mm
diameter 14g steel tube. The rear bumper mushettee width of the floor pan
and must form an extended loop of 180mm centrese Bottom loop is to be
60mm from the ground plus or minus 5mm. These daopbe supported in a
minimum of two places from the chassis and capailewithstanding a
substantial impact.

8.7 The front bumper must also be of strong constm as originally homologated
with the chassis. A front fairing of suitable ctmstion and fixing must be
attached.

8.8 Karts will be run on unleaded fuel which is ghased from any garage
forecourt. (This applies to both the Honda and 8uwb@lasses) to which
additives must not be added. No additional omradteve tanks may be fitted.
We reserve the right to take fuel samples at ranttoensure conformity with
the regulations.

8.9 Karts must be powered by two Honda GX 160 seeiggines, which will be
strictly limited in modifications (unless running ithe budget class). They
should be mounted on either side at the rear dyithnough chain or belt.



8.10 Separate return springs must be fitted to eachurettor and to the throttle
pedal, each acting independently. The linkage eotimg the cables to the
standard carburettor throttle arm is free. Addiilbsprings may be fitted.

8.11 Stretton 2000 recommends gear ratio2®front and72 rears.
Please see below for specific Engine Regs.

New for 2010 is a technical appeal process. If gagpect a competitor is racing
outside the regulations you can now lodge a compl@nonymously if required) to
have that competitor checked for technical compkarA fee of £50.00 is required
which, if you complaint is upheld, will be returnéa you. If the complaint is not
upheld, the fee will be given to the checked drieego towards the cost of rebuilding
engines.

9. CLASSES AND WEIGHTS

All Classes will continue to compete for outright bampion but there will be
individual class awards at the end of the season.

Weight may be added to the kart but mustFBBMLY AND SECURLY
ATTACHED . The driver may not carry any additional weiggtirAll drivers
must supply their own lead It is recommended that drivers should have their
kart weighed on empty tanks.

ANY DRIVER FOUND UNDERWEIGHT WILL BE DISQUALIFIED ROM THAT RACE
AND WILL SCORE NO POINTS.

9.1 Pro

9.3 Clubman
Minimum weight of kart and driver should not beddksan180kgs.This will be
checked during both racing and qualifying. Thissslecarries specific tyre
requirements.

9.4 Heavyweight
A heavyweight driver is one with a minimum kart ashiver weight of 195kgs.
The MINIMUM DRIVER WEIGHT IS 90Kg (This includes helmet , gloves,
rib protector and neck support only.)

Entrants to Heavyweight clagdUST display aWhite Number on aBlue
background on the front and rear of the kart.

It is anticipated that most drivers will select a tass suitable for their
ability/speed etc. However, if, in the opinion oftie organisers, a driver has

requirements other than tyres must not be new tfgeeregs for exceptions)
and, if using Bridgestone tyres, can only be YD8e Drganisers reserve the
right to introduce success ballast weight penadigser by increasing weight or
decreasing weight on another kart if required.

The organisers also reserve the right to vary fpichations should the need
arise but all entrants to this class will be cotezlibrior to each round to ensure
that every driver is happy with the system empldfgedhat meeting.

Honda Junior

Minimum weight of kart and driver should not bedeéksan155kgs This will be
checked during both racing and qualifying. Thissslacarries specific tyre
requirements.

This class is intended for experienced JUNIOReatswp to 16 years old at the
start of the season who have demonstrated an attepevel of driving or hold

an MSA licence or have passed an ARKS test.

Entry to the class will be entirely at the discretbn of the organisers.

PERMITTED ENGINE CHANGES (excluding Open Hondg
Please see below for Honda Budget Class regulat®s 10.8

10.1 All fasteners on the engines may be drilledte purpose of lock wiring.

10.2 Any driver found to be using an engine using-allowable modifications will

be liable to loss of laps for the race dependenthennature of the offence or
disqualified.

10.3 Only one sprocket may be fitted to the rede &or each engine. All chains or

belts must be adequately protected at all timggocket protectors may be used
but not have additional teeth.

10.4 Wheels must be of metal, alloy or plastic tmmsion in sizes suitable for the

tyres specified. They may be of a one or two-piemestruction. Unless two
securing bolts are fitted to the hubs on the reb, @ circlip or similar must be
fitted on each axle end to prevent accidental tdshe hub.



10.5 The type and construction of the seat is fseelong as it is mounted in the
originally intended position, is of sound and rigidnstruction and securely
mounted.

10.6 The steering wheel type and size is freepniugt be made of a material, which
will not constitute a danger in the event of anideuat.

10.7 Special modifications will be permitted tooal use of hand controls to enable
disabled drivers to compete.

This aspect of the regulations is covered by theAMBue Book 2010 under
Honda Senior and thereon the Honda General Puipade Catalogue. In the
event of any inconclusive scrutineering, Strettieuit will refer to the Blue
Book and reserve the right to amend points at .t

Any karts fitted with professionally tuned engines will need to conform
to the Honda Clubman or Honda Pro/super pro regulaibns.

Exhaust design is open

ANY modification carried out on the Engine or kart should be made to bring the
kart closer to the full championship regulations rdaher than take it further away.
This is most important as drivers modifying the kat should be encouraged to

spend money on conforming to club championship redations.

The regulations are not intended to allow an operynlimited tuning class but to
allow low budget/ entry level karting.

Wheelbase is to be between 104 - 108cms, the shassi have removable

rails/torsion bars and any castor camber adjustnidra rear axle is to be constructed
from 30 mm nominal diameter solid or hollow magoetiaterial. Fixed brake disc

and sprocket carriers are mandatory.

An extended width rear bumper is mandatory. Theg®rms to be constructed from a
minimum 25mm nominal diameter 14g magnetic stdatdT’he bumper must form an
extended loop of 180mm +/- 10mm centres with th&obo loop centre 60mm +/-
10mm from the ground in dry configuration. The kontal rails must be wider than
the outer chassis rails. The bumper must be swggbant a minimum of two places
from the chassis and be of such a constructiontttstand substantial impact. In side
view the bumper will be in the vertical plane. Téverall width of the bumper must
not exceed the rear width of the kart at any tififee measurement to be taken at the
outside of the rear wheel or tyre, whichever isghsater and must cover a minimum
of 50% of each rear wheelltyre at all times. Adjbr¢ width bumpers are not
permitted.

WS.3 Side Pods.

The fitting of side pods is mandatory and whereliapple must comply with current
MSA side pod regulations but with the following &duzhal provision. Side pods may
be cut away on their inner, upper and lower sugdgethe minimum amount to clear
an engine and its attachments. The upper and Iswésces may be cut away up to a
maximum of half the width of the surface. The ubBigfoot nassau is permitted.

There must also be a standard sponsors decal iedpo the kart which must be
located as per the diagram supplied with the deitaif the decals are not displayed
and in the correct position then you will not biewakd to race.

WS.4 Engine
Twin Subaru sealed EX21engines are to be fittedeAdines must be complete with
their registration documents. These documents masth driver and engine details.

WS.4.1 Air Filter
The air filter must remain in situation. If a dedément filter is used the paper can be
removed the foam rubber must however remain ingplac



WS.4.2 Carburettor

Only carburettor jet Subaru part no. 226-62405-8@ enain jet to be used. The tab
on the slow running jet must remain in place peingtonly a minimum adjustment
to the jet.

WS.4.3 Reboring and Regrinding
Reboring of the engine and regrinding of the craaksare not permitted.

WS.4.4 Fasteners

Replacement of external fasteners with non-Subastehers is only permitted if the
replacement fastener saves weight and/or improedéstys and/or if the standard

Subaru fastener is not readily available. Howewgy fastener changes must not
compromise the safety or increase performance efk#rt. The fifth cylinder head

bolt, and top left side casing bolt are shear btt®nable sealing. All remaining

fasteners may be drilled and lock-wired to impreaéety.

WS.4.5 Modifications

No modifications to the Subaru engine(s) are péeaiitexcept those specifically
covered in these Regulations. No removal of mdtéoan, or addition of material to
any part of the engine including the induction @axtiaust systems, is permitted. No
machining or surface treatment of any part by amams, chemical or otherwise, is
permitted including the use of abrasives. The pabgmachining and casting marks
must be visible on all surfaces of the engine. @meensions of any component or
combination of components must be within the senliimits specified in the current
Subaru Tolerances Document. No parts other thanigerSubaru parts specified for
the engine type used, are to be fitted. Valve ale@@ dimensions are free. In deciding
if an illegal modification has been made, referesheuld be made to the standard
engine(s) held by the MSA and to the current MSAmdtngation Form for the
relevant engine.

WS.4.6 Exhaust
The standard Subaru exhaust must be used.

WS.4.7 Centre Fuel Tank and Pulse Pumps

Centre Fuel Tank Pump installation is free. Thespylump must be mechanical and
fed from the crankcase or inlet manifold, theransM8 tapped hole already provided
for this. Centre tank capacity must not exceedOltr

WS.4.8 Piston Rings.

The use of all piston rings is mandatory. The rimgsst always be free in their
grooves to function as designed. Competitors mastre that they use appropriate
engine oil so that piston rings do not become ictstt by carbon.

WS.4.9 Transmission.
Only the following dry air cooled centrifugal cliies are to be used to transmit drive
with maximum engagement speed of no more than B&90ngine speed.

Noram's GEL Ultimate, GE Series and their PremierMagnum Series Clutches
all of which are to have a 22 tooth drum or in thecase of the GEL Ultimate a 22



tooth removable sprocket attached. No other size ofirum or sprocket will be
permitted.

Standard Shoe Lining material is to be used on attlutch shoes as supplied from
new by Noram and Subarukart. Relining with different material is not
permitted.

Drive is to be by 219 chain. Drive protection mbstfitted. Chain protectors may be
attached to the sprockets.

WS.4.10 Ignition
Only Subaru part no. 065-01401-50 spark plug anbagu part no. 065-50002-70
spark plug cap to be used.

WS.5 Brakes.

One mechanical/hydraulic disk brake to be fittedht® rear axle and the disc is to be
made of metal only. A calliper with a maximum optons, one either side of the
brake disc must be used.

WS.6 Tyres.
Tyres are as follows:-

SLICKS: Bridgestone YDS —NEW FOR 2010
WETS: Maxxis WT4

WS.7 Weight.
Minimum weight of the kart inclusive of engine,\t and engine oil is to be not less
than 185kgs.

WS.8 Plates.

Number plates are to be green with white numbers.

Novices are to run a Black plate with white numberson the rear board only. A
novice is defined as a person with little or no rae experience, novices will
progress by attaining six signatures from subarukatr officials on the issued
novice race permit. One signature per race meetingan be gained by the driver.

WS.11 Heavyweight

A heavyweight driver is one with a minimum kart airizer weight of 200 kgs and a
minimum driver weight of 90 kgs. Drivers competiimgthis section must place a
white horizontal strip across the bottom of allfowmber plates. This strip must be
the same width as the numbers.

WS.12 Fuel

Only standard unleaded pump fuels are to be useddoes allow for the use of super
unleaded fuels with an octane output of 102 or\essh can be purchased from local
filling stations. No fuel additives are permittedder any circumstances.



12. GENERAL COMPUTER LAP SCORING

12.1 In the unlikely event of a computer malfunctionfaiture, the race will be red
flagged.

12.2 All timing and lap scoring will be computeisebased on electronic
transponders fixed to each kart. Any driver foatgtmpting to interfere with
such equipment will be excluded, along with thear.

12.3 Kart race numbers should be clearly displdy@at and rear.

Heat/final progression

13.1 Heat 1 starting positions will be determihgdhe result of a
Qualifying session.

This will be a 1 lap “superpole” qualification oertain rounds as listed above.
13.2 Heat 2 will be the finishing positions of Heat 1:
13.3 Heat 3 is based on accumulated points frenitst 2 heats..
13.4 The final is based on an accumulation frdm3 akats.

13.5 All races will start as follows: Prior to the clog of pit lane, all drivers will
make their way round to the starting grid. Onceghe has been formed and
the pit lane Marshall is satisfied, a green fla§ @ shown. Drivers then have
one Green Flag lap. At the end of this lap, Drivfersn up in their grid
positions. When correctly assembled, the pit lanesimall will start to race
using either green lights or green flags.

PENALTIES

14.1 Any driver infringing or breaking any ruleslvde dealt with in the following
manner:

WARNING FLAG

Stretton circuit attempt to run the race in a fdlgnand enjoyable manner and
will use the warning flag as a means of controllthg event, but reserve the
right to penalise drivers more severely shouldf¢ie¢ it necessary.



BLACK FLAG
At the discretion of the Clerk of the Course, stoppenalties may be awarded
for breaking any rule, i.e. deliberate contact,rtaleng under yellows.

14.1.1 All protests must be made to the Clerk of the Ceunsa reasonable manner.
The Clerk of the Course will not take any actiomhess the protest is within 15
minutes of the incident.

14.2 Any Driver jumping the start will be penalised ¥tends

14.3 Any Driver Speeding in pit lane will be penalisegdnts
